to Kabul, the program focuses on major
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economic centers throughout the
country, including Mazar, Herat,
Kandahar, and Jalalabad.

The program was launched at a
ceremony 16" of June at the U.S.
Embassy. “The Afghanistan Investment
Program addresses

sector,” said U.S. Ambassador to
Afghanistan P. Michael McKinley.

India’s steel and power project
in Afghanistan still on

Reports began to circulate last month

that the Afghan Iron and Steel
Consortium (AIFSCO), led by the state-
owned Steel Authority of India Ltd.
(SAIL), after years of apprehension
about the project has pulled out from
the project altogether.

According to India’s Economic times,
the project is “officially on” and has
been put in “cold storage” due to
several issues; security being a major
one.

India’s Ambassador to  Afghanistan
Amar Sinha has also denied reports

that the project was scrapped.

“Not correct. Meeting only did a SWOT
analysis of opportunities and strengths.
No decision of this sort” the
Ambassador tweeted.
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The Consortium had received three
high-grade Hajigak iron ore mines in
Bamiyan province , which was meant to
be the biggest foreign investment
proposal by Indian firms. The
Consortium had planned to carry out
the project in phases including a
6.12mn ton steel plant, an 800 MW
power facility, create infrastructure for
mine development  and necessary
infrastructure at a cumulative
investment of a USD 10.8bn over 11-15
years.

Following some militant attacks
including the one on Indian consulate in
Herat and SpiceJet plane at Kabul
airport, the Consortium decided to cut
down the investment plan by 75% to
just USD 2.9bn.

The members of the Consortium
started losing hope in the project after

years of delay and security concerns.

Besides SAIL, other members of the
consortium include state-owned NMDC
and RINL and private sector steel
players — JSW, JSW Ispat, Jindal
Steel and Power, and Monnet Ispat and
Energy. SAIL has the maximum 20 per
cent stake in the venture, while NMDC
and RINL hold 18 per cent each.
Private players JSW  Steeland JSPL
hold 16 per cent each, while JSW Ispat

and Monnet have 8 per cent and 4 per
cent stakes respectively.

According to MP Zaheer Sadat,
smoking culture is disproportionately
concentrated among the youth and the
lower classes of Afghanistan.

The Afghan government was previously
charging 20% in customs tariffs on
imported cigarettes.

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Belarus seeks to bolster ties

The Belarusian President emphasized
that Belarus and all regions to the east
of it appreciate the efforts of
Afghanistan to combat global terrorism.

Water shortage problem to be
resolved soon in Nimruz
province

The potable water shortage problem of
western Nimruz province is soon going
to be resolved as the first phase of a
large-scale water scheme has been
successfully completed.

The first phase involved laying of water
pipes to central collection points.

The project was supposed to kick-off in
2012, but due to unknown reasons it
was postponed to 2014.

Csoting USD 8.4mn, the final phase of
the project involves connecting the
pipes to each household in the city and
is expected to be completed by the end
of next year.

According to the Afghan Ministry of
Rural Rehabilitation and Development,
the Nimruz water project is the largest
water scheme in the country to date.

Improved irrigation and flood
protection for  farmland in
Baghlan
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Two newly rebuilt irrigation canals were
officially handed over to local
government and communities in
Baghaln on Thursday 4™ of June.

The work done on the Govergan and
Baladory canals will help improve
irrigation ~ for  approximately 11,000
hectares of farmland in the districts Pul-
e Khumri, Dand-e-Ghori and New
Baghlan. In addition, the canals were
upgraded to offer better flood protection
for approximately 300 hectares of land.

‘For the German Ministry of Economic
Cooperation and Development and the
provincial —administration of Baghlan,
any improvement in the wide field of
agriculture is of special interest. Around
70% of the people in the province make
their livelihoods directly and indirectly
from farming. We hope these steps
boost confidence and make Afghan
citizens aware that their government is
taking care of them effectively,” said
Manfred Meyer, the German
Development Representative for

Kunduz and Baghlan.

On a total stretch of 70 kilometres, the
restoration and rebuilding work for both
canals included cleaning, reshaping,

repairing and also reinforcing the
waterways  against  flooding. Intake
structures — for regulating irrigation to
farmlands — were made more durable

to withstand the annual rainfalls and
consequent flooding. Further measures
included river training,
reinforcements and stabilization  work
along the
combination of these measures allows
the rural population to farm their land
profitably along the lower Kunduz
River, also known as the Baghlan-
Kunduz River. The two canals feed up
to 11,000 hectares of agricultural and
horticultural land, which serves as a

“‘Roses for Nangarhar” started in 2004
as part of a cooperation program with
the MRRD funded by the European
Union. Between 2009 and 2013 it
received direct support from the
German government, with GIZ and
Welthungerhilfe responsible for
managing the project.

Cultivation of roses can guarantee
farmers a stable long-term source of
income. The aim was to provide former
poppy farmers with an alternative to
cultivating drugs illegally, in this case,
by growing roses. Rose production was
chosen as a potential alternative to
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growing poppy due to the fact that
roses are a raw product for the
distillation to rose oil, a high quality
niche product.

After  processing the flowers into
organic rose oil, the product can be
sold on the international market. Today,
instead of opium poppies, some 800
farmers grow roses for oil on 105
hectares of farmland in the Nangarhar
highlands.  Total production in the
region has risen from 1.7 kgs in 2006 to
101 kgs in 2014.

The project is now at a stage where it
can be transferred to private Afghan
ownership.  Following a strict and
transparent selection process, Afghan
Rose Ltd. was chosen to take over the
distiling  factory  outside
Through sustainable processing and
marketing of rose  products, the
company has the possibility to grow in
the future.
